Camp Mad and the M and M clubs follow a fully inclusive policy offering all activities
to all children. Although accidents and administration of medication are recorded
some are not countersigned by parents and carers.

Staff offer a good range of activities based on a weekly theme. The daily routine
allows for a mix of lively and quieter pursuits. There is a limited range of resources
for quiet play.

Behaviour management is good. Staff understand that children in an out of school
setting need to remain aware of acceptable behaviour codes. Clear guidance is
given to encourage them to play well together in safety.

The partnership with parents and carers is good. Staff ensure that they are looking
after children according to parents wishes by gathering relevant information
regarding the children's needs at booking and during the play schemes. Plenty of
useful information is available to parents regarding the provision.

What has improved since the last inspection?
At the last inspection staff agreed to ensure all staff records were up to date, make
sure staff could communicate with each other when indoors and out, ensure that all
electric sockets were fitted with safety covers and to ensure that there was an
effective system for managing public access to the tearoom.

All of these have been met in full.

Staff records are complete. There is a radio system in use as well as the PA system.
All electric sockets have been made safe. There is no public access to the tearoom
during the play schemes.

What is being done well?





SUMMARY OF NATIONAL STANDARDS

STANDARD 1 - SUITABLE PERSON
Adults providing day care, looking after children or having unsupervised access to
them are suitable to do so.

STANDARD 2 - ORGANISATION
The registered person meets required adult: child ratios, ensures that training and
qualifications requirements are met and organises space and resources to meet the
children's needs effectively.

STANDARD 3 - CARE, LEARNING AND PLAY
The registered person meets children's individual needs and promotes their welfare.
They plan and provide activities and play opportunities to develop children's
emotional, physical, social and intellectual capabilities.

STANDARD 4 - PHYSICAL ENVIRONMENT
The premises are safe, secure and suitable for their purpose. They provide adequate
space in an appropriate location, are welcoming to children and offer access to the
necessary facilities for a range of activities which promote their development.
