Main inspection findings

Part 3. Welfare, health and safety of pupils
Paragraphs 7, 7(a), 7/(b), 32(1) and 32(1)(c)

W At the previous inspection, the school’s systems to manage the safeguarding of pupils
were not thorough enough, especially in relation to the completion of vetting checks on
staff.

B This inspection confirmed that leaders have completed all the proposed actions identified
in their action plan. Leaders have transformed the way they complete and record vetting
checks on staff, which nhow meet all the requirements. The school’s compliant
safeguarding and child protection policies pay due regard to the latest statutory
guidance and are available on the school’s website. However, the system for recording
safeguarding concerns does not reflect a strong enough safeguarding culture. The
handwritten safeguarding logs show a lack of rigour in following up concerns and
recording referrals made and actions taken.

B As a result, paragraph 7(b) is now met and paragraph 32(1)(c) continues to be met.

B However, paragraph 7(a) continues to be not met.

Paragraphs 11, 12, 16, 16(a), 16(b) and 25

B At the previous inspection, the arrangements for health and safety, including fire safety
and risk assessment, were poor. For example, the day-to-day checking of the suitability
of the building and associated risks was unsatisfactory, fire doors were bolted, there was

a lack of fire evacuation signage, no fire risk assessment had been carried out within the
required time frame and there was no weekly testing of the fire alarm system.

B This inspection confirmed that leaders have completed all the proposed actions identified
in their action plan. The premises are now safe and well maintained. The arrangements
for fire safety now meet the regulatory requirements. Risk assessments are robust and
implemented well.

B As a result, the paragraphs listed above are now met.

B Leaders have not ensured that all the standards in this part are now met because
paragraph 7(a) remains not met.
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Part 4. Suitability of staff, supply staff and proprietors

Paragraphs 18(2)(b), 20(6), 20(6)(a), 20(6)(a)(i), 20(6)(a)(ii), 20(6)(b), 20(6)(b)(1),
20(6)(b)(ii), 20(6)(b)(iii), 20(6)(c), 21(1), 21(3), 21(3)(a)(iii), 21(3)(a)(viii), 21(3)(b),
21(6), 21(7), 21(7)(a) and 21(7)(b)

B At the previous inspection, the single central record of vetting checks was incomplete
because not all of the necessary vetting checks on staff had been carried out.

B This inspection confirmed that leaders have completed all the proposed actions identified
in their action plan. The single central record of vetting checks now meets requirements.

B As a result, the paragraphs listed above are now met.
B Leaders have ensured that the standards in this part are now met.

Part 6. Provision of information
Paragraphs 32(3), 32(3)(b) and 32(3)(f)

B At the previous inspection, the school did not indicate how it provided for pupils who
have an education, health and care (EHC) plan and for pupils who speak English as an
additional language. Leaders also did not provide information about the number of
complaints they had registered under their formal procedure.

B This inspection confirmed that leaders have completed the proposed actions identified in
their action plan. All of the required information is how provided in the school’s special
educational needs and English as an additional language policies. Leaders also now
publish the number of complaints they have registered under their formal procedure on
their website.

B As a result, the paragraphs listed above are now met.
B Leaders have ensured that the standards in this part are now met.

Part 8. Quality of leadership in and management of schools
Paragraphs 34(1), 34(1)(a), 34(1)(b) and 34(1)(c)

B Leaders have taken effective action since the previous full inspection in July 2017. At
that time, they had not been effective in ensuring that the independent school standards
were met fully.

B This inspection confirms that much has improved and the vast majority of independent
school standards previously judged as not met are now met.

B However, leaders have more work to do to ensure that their recording of safeguarding
concerns, referrals and actions taken reflect the consistently strong safeguarding culture
they are aspiring to realise.

B As a result, the paragraphs listed above continue to be not met.
B Leaders have not ensured that the standards in this part are now met.

Schedule 10 of the Equality Act 2010

B Leaders have now written and are implementing an appropriate three-year accessibility
plan which meets the requirements of Schedule 10 of the Equality Act 2010.
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Compliance with regulatory requirements

The school does not meet the requirements of the schedule to The Education (Independent
School Standards) Regulations 2014 (‘the independent school standards’) and associated
requirements that were checked during this inspection, as set out in the annex of this
report. This included the standards and requirements that the school was judged to not
comply with at the previous inspection. Not all of the standards and associated
requirements were checked during this inspection.

B The school provides an Islamic curriculum, in addition to all subjects of the national

curriculum.

B The school’s most recent inspection was a full standard inspection in July 2017.
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Information about this inspection

B This inspection was carried out at the request of the registration authority for
independent schools. The purpose of the inspection was to monitor the progress the
school has made in meeting the independent school standards and other requirements
that it was judged to not comply with at its previous inspection.

B This inspection was the school’s first progress monitoring inspection and was conducted
without notice.

m In July 2017, a full standard inspection of the school judged it to be inadequate. The
school submitted an action plan. Ofsted’s review of this plan in December 2017 judged it
to be acceptable. As a result, the Department for Education wrote to the school to
confirm the action plan had been approved in January 2018.

B The inspection focused on the school’s progress against specific requirements within
Parts 3, 4, 5, 6 and 8 of the independent school standards. The inspector also checked
the school’s compliance with Schedule 10 of the Equality Act 2010.

B The inspector conducted the inspection in collaboration with the headteacher.

B The inspector toured the premises and scrutinised a range of relevant documentation,
including that relating to safeguarding, health and safety and risk assessment. He also
met the designated safeguarding leader, a group of pupils in Year 6 and spoke by
telephone with the local authority’s designated officer for safeguarding.

B The inspector considered the 24 recent responses to Ofsted’s online survey, Parent View.
